Did
Jesus’ actions during his earthly
lifetime bring heaven to earth?
Eschatology is traditionally not
just about heaven and hell; it’s
about death and judgement too.

But why do we die if Jesus has already conquered death? And what happens to us when we die? Is
eschatology just about individual souls and what happens to them after death? If our souls are truly happy
in heaven, why would it be for bodies as well as souls? Is heaven a place, and if it is, where is it and could we

travel there? Is Jesus there now?
